Sponsors

This project is made possible by ANTALYA BUYUKSEHIR BELEDIYESI, TURANT, ANTALYA GONULLULERI DERNEGI, and
Federation of Turkish American Associations (FTAA). All accommodation and meals during the 10-day period will be sponsored.

We also intend to sponsor return trip tickets between the U.S. and Antalya. We are still working to confirm sponsorship for air travel
and will keep you posted if sponsorship available for air travel.

Security

At no time are campers allowed off site individually or as a group without an accompanying adult.

We suggest that campers do not bring items of high value to camp.

Safety

Our volunteer committee in Antalya will be highly trained and proper adults who will make every effort to ensure that campers have a
safe and enjoyable experience. Also at least two volunteers will be traveling with campers.

Medical

A medical doctor will be available when needed.

Housing

Male and female campers will be housed in different rooms. Camper rooms will be controlled by our volunteer supervisors. Bed sheets,
blankets, pillows, pillowcases and bath towels will be provided.

Meals

As part of the Antalya Youth camp, breakfast, lunch and dinner will be provided by sponsors, from the evening of arrival up to end of the
camp, We try to accommodate campers with special dietary requirements. If the requirement exceeds our capabilities, campers are
welcome to pay the additional cost of meeting those needs. Advance notice is required if your child will be bringing food for this

reason.

Participants will be responsible for meals and drinks before check-in and after check out.

Legal and Health Information

health forms. Both forms must be completed with required signature(s) and received by our office no later than six weeks prior to the

camp start date. Your reservation will be cancelled if the required forms are not completed on a timely basis.



Early Arrival / Late Departure

If the applicant travel schedule requires arrival any time before camp starts or any time after camp ends, contact us in advance to make

proper arrangements.

Wait List

Spots for the 2010 Antalya Summer camp are expected to fill quickly. If camp is filled until you apply, you can be placed on our waiting

list. If a seat opens, we will notify you by telephone no later than four weeks prior to camp date.

Cancellation / Refund Policy

Visiting the Camper

We understand you will miss your child while he or she is attending camp. However, we discourage visits while camp is in session so
that your child may have a true "away-from-home" experience. We will make special arrangements for visitation in case of family
emergencies. During registration, parents must designate who is authorized to visit or pick up the camper and proper identification is

required at time of visit or pick up.

Telephone Calls

Campers cannot receive personal phone calls except in case of emergencies. Your child will have the opportunity to call home in the
evenings with a calling card (schedule permitting). You may not hear from your child every day. Make sure he/she has phone numbers

where family members can be reached at all times
